States and territories

u  Most have DoHor equivalent with information and/or policies and
guidelines that health care facilities must comply with

u May differ between states (e.g. policy vs guideline)
u Need to be aware of these

u  Mandatory infection surveillance reporting requirements
u Varies for each state and to whom they need to be reported (e.g. VICNISS, HISWA)

u Determine what you are required to report (e.g. sentinel events or
outbreaks) and to whom

u Provide varying levels of support to ICPs
u  Some may provide education (e.g. Tasmania)

u May have input or provide advice for non -acute care settings (e.g.
environmental health, beauty therapy and tattooists)
